Workshop - Tuesday, March9, 7pm

or a Gymmnocalycium, etc.? At this workshop we will take 5 or 6 genera of small spherical cacti and learn how to
differentiate who's who. After a short formal presentation and handouts, we will break into small groups and go
from one station to another. Each station will have a tray of 6 or 7 cacti and your group will try to decide what ge-
nus each specimen belongs to. By the time you make it to the last station will you be able to guess all of the plants
on that tray correctly? Come to the workshop and find out!
